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The Assessment Committee met on an as-needed basis during FY 2007-08.
Library Satisfaction Survey
The Committee members began work on preparing for the second running of the locally developed Library User Satisfaction Survey.  The purpose of the Library User Satisfaction Survey is to collect user satisfaction data for each of the individual campus libraries to complement the UK Libraries aggregated LibQUAL+ data.  This survey was originally run in fall 2004 and the Committee was planning to survey library users during the fall semester 2008.  
Although it will be important for benchmarking to ask the same questions as in 2004, due to some user feedback that the survey was too long, the Committee reviewed the survey questions with the intention of possibly reducing the length of the survey without significantly affecting the results.  Options for publicizing the survey were briefly discussed as well as the need for IT assistance in mounting the web survey (if we use the same PHP program and survey instrument as in 2004.  If the Committee can adapt this survey to a web-survey program such as Survey Monkey we will not need the assistance of an IT person. )
With input from the Associate Dean for R & E and the Dean of Libraries, the decision was made to postpone the survey until April 2009 since the Science Library will be opening in fall 2008.  The delay in the survey will allow the Science Library staff and users time to become accustomed to the new consolidated sciences library services and facilities.  The work of preparing for the survey will continue during the fall and early spring of FY2008-09.
