Completed activities:

1. Held regular monthly and often biweekly meetings. 
The Committee member was appointed in February 2007.  The group met seven times from March 2006 to June 2007.  The meeting minutes were recorded by Gordon Hogg and distributed to the members. 

2. Reviewed and updated the University of Kentucky Libraries Disaster Plan

· Surveyed the disaster supplies within all thirteen library buildings, identified the supplies to purchase, and submitted the request for the budget to the Dean.  

· Reviewed and updated the data including emergency service agencies, an emergency response telephone tree, and collection salvage priorities.
· Identified campus libraries and departments to distribute the plan.  Made copies of the plan for distribution. 
· Posted the plan on the Libraries’ SharePoint.  

3. Planned a workshop "Library Disasters! How to Prepare and/or React" for the UK Libraries employees at the Niles Gallery from 9 to 1 pm on August 8, 2007.  This workshop will distribute the UK Libraries Disaster Plan and disaster supplies.  It will provide instructions of the use of the plan, and hands-on training of salvage skills of wet materials and fire extinguisher.

4. Educated working group members 

· Studied UK Libraries Disaster Plan.
· Invited Garry Beach, University Fire Marshal, to the meeting.  
Work underway:
1. Purchase and distribute the disaster supplies. 
2. Review and update the plan as well as disaster supplies at least annually.  

3. Locate the sprinkler valves in the buildings, and mark them on the floor maps to assist the firemen to minimize the water damage. 

3. Continue educating the committee members and the Library staff.  The idea includes inviting the disaster experts such as Becky Ryder, Munters Moisture Control Disaster Recovery Services, and Belfor USA to the meeting. 
4. Develop closer relationships with the local and campus emergency agencies.  Have the campus fire marshal conduct a tour of the collections.  
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
