Science and Engineering Library Service Design Working Group

Charge – to design the concept for the services in the consolidated Science and Engineering Library.  This includes the following constituencies: Chemistry, Engineering, Geological Sciences/Maps, Mathematical Sciences, and Physics.   To design the operations, services and collections to be housed in the Science and Engineering Library.  Work began in FY06.  

The Science and Engineering Library Services Design Working Group did not meet this fiscal year.  The committee received periodic updates from the Chair on the progress being made on the Science Library.  All major decisions concerning the operation of the library had been made in 2006/2007.

The Science and Engineering Library Service Design Working Group has completed its work and there is no need for it to continue.  The Science Library opened its doors in December of 2008 and spent the Spring Semester ironing out its operations.  I recommend that letters be written to all of the official members thanking them for their service and the group be disbanded.  The work on services and feedback from users should continue but under the umbrella of an advisory group managed by the Science Library.
