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The Libraries’ USP Working Group continued its work this year mainly by responding to requests for feedback.  The Working Group responded to the Provost’s request for feedback on the University Studies Program Revision Draft Document, which the Working Group drafted and Dean Diedrichs sent forward to the Provost.  The Working Group also created a response to The Seven Principles of a Revised General Education Curriculum, which was forwarded to the Faculty Senate.  Both of these documents are available on the Working Group’s SharePoint site.
In early summer of 2008, a University faculty committee appointed jointly by the Senate Council and Provost was created; Reference Librarian Shawn Livingston joined this General Education Steering Committee, which is charged with assuming responsibility for the overall coordination of the reform effort going forward.   The current Working Group members have been invited to a meeting with the Library Faculty Council on August 6 to share our thoughts and discuss with the Council how to move forward.
