Charge: To provide advice on the functions provided by the current Integrated Library System (OPAC, circulation, acquisitions, and cataloging modules); to review documentation on new releases and recommendations on implementation; and to assist in library staff ILS education. Accomplishments:
· Voyager 6.2 upgrade, January 2007
· Mostly bug fixes; pushed the limits of our server, even with additional memory added for the upgrade.  We may not be able to do another upgrade with this same server.

· Training Database is completely new

· Other Voyager news

· The Voyager Documentation SharePoint site was completely updated by Tari Keller

· We are now running a weekly program to delete expired patron records, as long as there are no fines or materials still on the accounts
· On October 13, Angela Slaughter (Indiana University) came to UK Libraries and presented a workshop on complex serial patterns in Voyager to staff from Young, Law, and the Medical Center
· In the Acquisitions client: changed the wording for some of the claim reasons; now easier to understand and the alphabetic order also reflects an order of priority
· Bib Linking

· Nancy Lewis and Kate Seago spearheaded this effort with the help of many others
· Improves use of OPAC by providing links between different formats of a title, such as electronic, print, microform, etc.
· Location Request Procedures formalized

· A procedure was created and implemented

· Request forms are now on SharePoint

· Also on SharePoint is a spreadsheet of changes made this fiscal year
· Revised memo on ILS issues for the Dean


Projects in Progress
· Generic Barcode Policy
· Drafted, posted, and announced on All-Lib; public comment period ends July 20.


Future Issues and Concerns
· Server problems: old and needs replacement, running out of space
· Voyager 7.0

· Could be ready to upgrade in summer 2008
· This version plans to have a very different look and feel, particularly in the OPAC
· Security in Voyager for Special/Reciprocal Borrowers

· Since the University now assigns institution ID numbers to all staff and students, we are moving toward eliminating Social Security Numbers on patron records in Voyager.  To that end, we still need to find effective alternatives to the SSN for identifying our reciprocal and special borrowers.
