Location Request Form.

5.  Generic Barcode Policy has been established.

II.  Projects in Progress

1.  Revision of withdrawal procedures
2.  Special Borrowers ID cards.  Jennifer Bartlett has drafted a policy which has been brought to the EC and will be discussed at a circulation forum before it is implemented.


3.  Kate Seago has worked assiduously on the 5xx notes to include in the bib formats in         
Voyager. Some of these additions will wait until after the Voyager upgrade in August 
2008.  Over the past year, updates to NetLibrary and Alexander Street Press records were 

loaded.  In addition, the records for ECCO (18th Century Collection Online) and EEBO 


(Early English Books Online) were added over the December holiday.   
4.  The committee voiced its concern for the lack of response from III over the Encore        Working Group’s requested changes and recommended to the EC that Encore be            removed as the initial search in InfoKat. 

III.  Future Issues and Concerns

1.  Voyager 7, with its very different look and feel, will require additional training modules.

2.  Security in Voyager 7 Cataloging: several functions are ‘connected,’ which means that


one will have to be watchful of staff working under a different security setup.

3.  Ex Libris - working relationship still needs to be better refined (enhancements, etc.)

4.  OCLC WorldCat Local - attractive - Could this fit into our future OPAC plans?
