Highlights of Activities and Achievements
AV Services: 

Supported The Hub @ WT’s—by  working with equipment installers, determined a method to preview Hub AV components utilizing the E-Mnet preview monitor,  assisted Library IT staff and the Information Commons Interim Director with Second Life Symposium, conducted a demonstration of The Hub distribution system for Library staff, and suggested an alternative to directional floor mats.
Completed work on upgrade to Auditorium—working with PPD successfully programmed a wall-mounted controller for the podium spotlight.

Circulation:

Medical Center W’s housed in WTYL project—was successfully completed in April with 42,000 plus volumes being sent to King Storage.

Z’s and Theses on 5th floor of WTYL shifted—so that the European Union, IUP, Parliamentary Debates, and United Nation documents could be moved to WTYL 5th floor.  
Books returned at end of spring semester—shelved in record time

Shifting projects completed and in-process—the Child Development collection was shifted to make room for growth; the HM’s were shifted; several other stacks maintenance projects are in process.

Student Assistants—completed desk projects for SCDP

Summer projects—student manual updated; study room sweeps, reserves clean up; fines “hold” project completed

Staff worked with two high school camps—AHEC Career Opportunities Camp and Patterson Debate Institute

Facilities and Storage:
Completed work on the project begun in October 2006—to transfer all of the Medical Center Library’s “W” classification monographs from Young stacks to King Storage. Over 42,000 volumes were included in this transfer project!  Facilities staff moved all of the volumes from Young to King and the Storage staff, with assistance from Special Projects staff, accessioned all of the volumes into MOSS storage trays in King Library.  Additional volumes were also transferred from Young Reference into MOSS during the project. (Combined volume count for completed project exceeded 44,000).     
Transferred all of the backfile journals previously housed in King Storage 1st floor—to either Kentucky Underground Storage (KUSI) or to Young Library.  Approximately 1,000 cartons were assembled, contents cleaned, packed, inventoried, and sent to KUSI.  Remaining materials were inventoried and sent to Young. Project was undertaken in order to create workspace for the upcoming Keeneland / Daily Racing Forms digitization project.  Disassembled 120 sections of shelving that was emptied as part of the Keeneland Project (above).  Retained and stored some of the shelving in King basement for future use, sent remainder to Surplus.
Cleared out the majority of print and microprint items from IDRC (with CTS)--sending these materials to either KUSI or Young.  Supervised contracted movers, Safeway Mayflower, who moved the United Nations, European Union, Great Britain, and League of Nations print collections and select microfiche collections to Young.   
Completed other projects related to above moves—assisted Circulation in adjusting shelves in Young stacks to accommodate incoming international collections; restored Young room 5-60 back to Group Study room after having been used for W’s project; assembled additional shelving on 5th floor of King Addition, and then moved storage trays from King Storage 1st floor to newly installed shelving.
Other projects—sorted out large supply of leftover shelving in King basement—kept some and sent remained to UK Surplus; sent surplus furniture stored in King basement to Surplus; broke down unneeded shelving in Engineering Library prior to library’s renovation; fixed map cabinet for SCDP; reconfigured and moved one long range of shelving for math journals in King.
