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LibQUAL – Received Institutional Review Board (IRB) approval for participation in the spring 2007 LibQUAL survey. The approval will be valid for 6 years. The LibQUAL survey dates at the University of Kentucky will be March 19 - April 6, 2007. Incentives will be offered to encourage survey participation. 
UK Fact Booklet – Revised and submitted the Libraries entry using the 2005-06 ARL collections data. Entry submitted to the University’s Office of Institutional Research by the November 1st deadline. 
ARL Statistics -- With the assistance of many in the library, completed review and collection of the ARL Statistics and entered data  into the ARL database on December 20. 
· The Libraries total volumes as of June 30, 2006 is: 3,406,377

· Total current serials increased 5.4% from 30,250 in FY 05 to 31,897 in FY06.
· Expenditures for computer files (one component of electronic materials expenditures) increased 178% to $654,843 (in FY06) from $235,566 (FY05). This increase is largely the result of purchases of journal backfiles and e-books. 
· The number of reference questions answered in the Libraries continued to decline: the total dropped 23% from 83,018 in FY05 to 63,914 in FY06.
ACRL Survey of Academic libraries – Submitted the 2005-06 data for the UK Libraries on December 20.
ARL Supplementary Statistics data collection – Continued work on review and collection of the 2005-06 ARL Supplementary Statistics. (Many individuals in the library system provide data for this compilation.) 

ARL Preservation Statistics –Worked on the review and collection of the 2005-06 ARL Preservation Statistics. 
American Library Directory – Updated the UK Libraries entry with 2005-06 data by the December 15th deadline. 

National Center for Education Statistics – Submitted the required registration for the biennial NCES Statistics collection on November 29th.  The Libraries data collection is in progress and will be completed and entered in the NCES database by the March 22nd deadline.  

State of the Libraries Report – Continued to work with Diane Owens to provide assistance for the State of the Libraries 2004-2006 report. Diane completed the report and it will be printed and available early in 2007.
