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“ACRL 2005” -- Submitted the Libraries 2004-05 data for ACRL’s annual survey of academic and research libraries on February 10, 2006 (ACRL deadline: March 31, 2006.)  (These data are essentially the ARL Statistics.) 
ASERL Statistics -- Submitted the Libraries 2004-05 data for the ASERL Statistics by the January 20, 2006 deadline.   (These data are essentially the ARL Statistics.)  ASERL instituted a new web interface for data collection this year (instead of getting the data from ARL) to be able to make the ASERL libraries comparative statistics available to member libraries on a more timely basis.   
ARL Statistics, Preservation Statistics, Supplementary Statistics – Met with various units within the Libraries to plan/refine 2005-06 data collection.   
Statistics Workshop – The Assessment Committee organized a workshop for library staff on basic statistics and using data in library decision-making. “Numbers Matter” was presented on March 22 by Aric Schadler, a consultant with the SSTARS Center. The “Statistics Survival Manual” which was prepared and handed out at the session included guidelines for reporting public services statistics, a glossary, a brief bibliography, and URL’s for finding comparative library statistics (ARL Interactive and NCES). 

Public Services Statistics Analysis: FY 2001 – FY 2005 – Completed a 5-year analysis of the UK Libraries attendance, circulation, reference, and library instruction statistics. Although there were wide variations among individual campus libraries with some public services statistics increasing and others decreasing, major trends appeared for the library system overall: 
· Attendance:  2.5% growth in total attendance. 


(Young Library attendance increased 8.7%) 
· Total circulations increased 14.6%   
· Reserves circulations (paper/print): decreased 19.5% 
· In-house use decreased by nearly 35%
· Total questions decreased 23%


Directional questions decreased 28%


Reference questions decreased 18%
· Library instruction 


Library instruction sessions increased 19%


Number of people attending increased 11%
