ARL Supplementary Statistics – Completed review and collection of the 2005-06 ARL Supplementary Statistics. Many individuals in the library system provide data for this compilation. New this year, Tari Keller and Mary Spencer devised a method to supply statistics for library catalog usage:

ARL Preservation Statistics – Completed review and collection of the ARL Preservation Statistics and submitted by the January 30, 2007 deadline.


ASERL Statistics – Submitted the ASERL Statistics by the January 30th deadline. 
National Center for Education Statistics (NCES) – Compiled and submitted UK Libraries statistics for the biennial NCES data collection by the March 22nd deadline.  
LibQUAL+ – Completed preparations for, and launched the spring 2007 LibQUAL+ survey on March 19th. As of March 30th, the number of responses had more than doubled that of the previous survey period in 2004 (350 in 2004 compared with over 800 responses as of March 30, 2007). 
The increase in responses was likely due a number of factors including attractive incentives, increased publicity and a reduction in survey fatigue (caused by surveying only every 3 years.)  Incentives for the survey included an 8GB iPod nano and other prizes. Survey publicity included: press releases from UK Public Relations with a posting on the University’s main web page and in UK News, a notice on the UK Libraries website, Facebook ads, Kentucky Kernel ads, campus posters/flyers designed by Dennis Davenport, announcement emails to departments and colleges sent by library liaisons and subject library staff, and pre-survey email announcements to individuals in the survey’s random sample.  
The survey link was emailed to a random sample of approximately 6,000 undergraduates, graduate students and faculty. Since the number of active/live email addresses in the sample is unknown, it is not possible to calculate the actual response rate. Survey results will be available later in the spring.  
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
