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Access Management Department

Database Integrity

· Tested and installed upgrade to Connexion 1.6.    
· Worked with authority file reports for personal and corporate names, creating 583 authority records.
· Worked with Engineering to complete inventory of serial titles to be moved to storage. 
· Continued project to change locations for Agriculture annuals & irregulars. 
· Assisted serials acquisitions with check-in due to absences in that department and beginning of fiscal year activity; checked in 550 serial issues. 
· Split holdings and relinked approximately 1500 item records for JSTOR titles moved to storage.
· Completed all of the cataloging for books purchased in FY06.
Federal Government Documents

With the help of Database Integrity staff, completed the processing of 5 federal depository exchange lists from 4 of the other 20 depositories in Kentucky.

· Amy Fuller, Federal Government Documents graduate assistant, began work on Aug. 21.  She completed her first project, changing the call number on 462 slip laws that are being sent to GPO for digitization, in less than two weeks.   Amy is now editing MFHDs for SuDoc locations that need processing notes for use by the acquisitions staff.   She has edited over 4,080 records that had either instructions from GPO in the "Superseded List", an "Unbound Journals" location, or a single Law location (Regional copy is sent to Law).
· We participated in two GPO LOCKSS conference calls and one "real world scenario"(watching the LOCKSS software repair a corrupt file at Rice by comparing it with the rest of the LOCKSS server copies).
· In September, the FDP student assistants took over preparing binding shipments for all current SuDoc periodical titles from the Young Reference collections.   They are also pulling back files that need binding for the titles that are currently sent to the Unbound Journals collection in Young (Binding staff are still responsible for pulling the material from these shelves).
· With the help of Special Projects, we have been able to add another 4,590 volumes of pre-1976 Congressional hearings to our ARL statistics for this FY during this quarter (July).  This completes the work that Special Projects can do to help us with this project (8 spreadsheets).  We will have to work through the remaining problem titles individually and add them, if needed, one-by-one.
Special Formats Unit
· With the beginning of the new semester at the end of August, the special formats unit welcomed a graduate assistant who will be copy cataloging DVDs, working on the Music Cataloging Bulletin/Authority Record updates project, and handling the problem monographs from monograph acquisitions.
· In the Geology Library/Map Collection recon work on Virginia and Tennessee maps continues.    The digitization of maps continues in collaboration with Digital Programs.  This includes 23 sheets of Lexington Sanborns for 1886 and two pre-1800 maps, which are now online, as well as the re-digitization of 49 Sanborn maps that will be of much better quality now with a new camera acquired by Digital Programs.
· Gwen Curtis assisted the Research & Education Division in moving the IDRC H-class materials to Young Library.
· The Reclass Project in the Rare Books area of the stacks (level 5) saw 73 more items reclassed during this quarter.  The project is very close to complete, with work still left to do on oversize materials, foreign language (non-Roman languages primarily), and problem items.
Special Projects Unit

· Added the "Volumes through [date] TEMPORARILY in KING (Ask at Desk)" note to the Math serials currently shelved in King (212 MFHDs) and added temp location annx,hold to each item. This has been Julene’s project from the start. She cleaned out the previous occupants of annx,hold, dealt with the missing items for the location annx,hold, ran the necessary reports, edited the records, resolved the questions, provided the needed data entry on the spreadsheets, and participated in the global change.
· On Sept. 30th funding for the MOSS grant project ended. During this summer, we migrated to a new system for keeping inventory and retrospectively changed everything in MOSS to the new system. This new procedure allows Call Slip in Voyager to work. There are currently 20,848 total items in MOSS.
· Transferred 1,365 items from annx,hold location to MOSS (testing the "new" procedure) and then located ca. 400 missing annx,hold items, transferring the majority of them to MOSS.
· Cleaned up some item type issues in storage locations which hindered Call slip activity.
· Ran reports for Design Library, Education, Law Library, Engineering, Special Collections and reports to aid in the IDRC H move.
· Ran programs for Acquisitions, Design Library and Education and changed designated records to different locations.
· Ran clean-up procedures to verify correct call numbers were assigned to yl,4 and yl,5 locations.
· Proposed Generic Item records (formerly referred to as blank barcodes) to provide a solution for Call Slip requests on titles with no item records.
· Investigated and submitted proposal for Bib linking Titles.
· Helped plan and prepare for the closing of IDRC.
· Removed LCC records from the system.
· 50% complete on cleanup of Engineering Boxes 1-160 sent to Highbridge in years past.
· Experimented with waxing shelves for MOSS project.
· Analyzed 13 monographic series.
· Completed pick and scanning of Storpak project and clean-up activities related to this project.
· Inventoried and created map for the first floor of King for MOSS project (Med Center W monographs).
· Completed Voyager authority maintenance using see-reference list editing bibliographic records and updating authority records.
· Searched for then modified approx. 600 items that were in "yl,hold" location to be in "UK,MIA" location and supplied list to Access Services for continued searching.
· Assisted with IDRC moving of "H"s.
Binding & Shelf Prep
· Kathy Franklin attended UK Advance.
· Binding Contract negotiations were completed and the contract was approved and signed on August 28 and officially signed in Purchasing on Sept. 13, 2006.   Kathy Franklin met with the Bindery Vice President, to discuss the new binding contract.
· During July, examined and approved invoices for a portion of the Moss Project.  Handled all bindery contact related to invoicing when there were questions or problems with counts or pricing.
· Provided training for staff in the Education Library, the Medical Center Library, and the Math Library.  During August, Kathy Franklin met with Mary Beth Thomson to discuss the serials claiming processes and binding procedures.
· Compiling a Master list of all labels used in the Library system whether or not they are Watson Labels. 
· Students finished typing & applying needed call number labels to books going to MOSS.
· Began work on the analyzed list of items needing to be bound from special projects unit.
Acquisitions Department
· This unit is currently down two positions. Despite being short-handed, the unit has kept abreast of RUSH orders, continued to place regular orders in a timely manner and handle federal document check-in and copy cataloging as time permits.
· Mary Geyer attended the UK Advance Program.
· The serials intern, Kristina Blevins, will spend this fall learning about basic serials operations. Then in the spring, she will work on projects aimed at record maintenance.
· With the new senior technician on board, the serials unit has moved forward with streamlining mail processing, experimenting with printed labels and improving the turn around time with serial check-in.
· Members of the Serials Unit attended a workshop on the new EBSCONET in September.

During the spring semester a large backlog of federal government documents awaiting review developed. The monograph acquisitions staff dispersed this backlog in July during their downtime from ordering. This proved so successful that the instructions were changed so that staff doing federal document check-in will disperse their own materials from now on and will have only periodic review. Per our experience with federal documents, integrating the dispersal process is proving challenging, but we are working through the different issues that come up. 
Serials students are now successfully receiving and labeling federal documents in a timely manner.
Electronic Resources: 

· Betsy Hughes discovered a way to add the SFX link selectively to Voyager records.  Although we had decided against making the catalog an SFX source, the selective linking could become a powerful tool enabling the user to locate other available formats/sites for finding the full text of a document or even a book.
· SFX was introduced to the UK community Aug. 28.  Electronic resource staff continues to add new sources and update the FAQs.  All leased titles and several big packages have been activated as well as titles from some major publishers.  Several thousand individual titles remain to be added.  These titles require additional time because the e-journals database record is also being updated, and often, the dates of coverage have changed, the access isn't working, or the URL has changed.

· New back file titles from ScienceDirect and Wiley have been added, and the SpringerLINK target was updated to reflect the added titles on the new merged license.  Nearly 200 titles at the Springer site are not part of the license, and there was some difficulty in determining our actual holdings (@1300) for SFX or for the e-journals database.
· The CQ Researcher Archive was added as a resource. We are in the process of adding the Blackwell package. The Wiley title list was completed in time to get a discount on the titles. The title verification continues on Springer and Elsevier titles as does work on those contracts.
· Wiley title verification has already been completed and submitted to Ebsco.  There were some additional format changes, and we are now going through NELINET (ESIG).  This new consortia contract adds access to numerous additional titles, although we will not have a list until all participating institutions have completed their verification work.  E-journals records have been updated to reflect the current license.
· The first pass has been completed for the ScienceDirect contract.  The MCL moved to e-only for its Elsevier titles.  The new back file titles were all added to both SFX and to the e-journals database, and all e-journals database records were updated (1378 records).
· A Blackwell package that includes access to the full collection was approved for purchase.  Content from titles not currently owned by Blackwell but still at the Synergy site will not be accessible.  Pre-1997 content will be available for [formerly] premium/online-only titles and for titles with archival open access policies.  This means that we will still need to make changes in our local thresholds in SFX, but not as many as expected.  Several hundred new titles will be added to our collection, and those are being added now with a TEMPORARILY UNAVAILABLE designation on the e-journals records.  This way, we can make the titles available more quickly once the access is activated for us.  Not only will we have additional access back through 1997 for the current standard license titles, but those will now be proxy accessible and have all the other benefits of premium titles, as well as perpetual access rights.  Because we have never had a defined baseline list before, this verification will take longer than that for other packages.  SFX has not yet been updated for the new package.
· We have not yet begun SpringerLINK verification for 2007, although we worked closely with the MCL in order to resolve several ownership issues arising from the 2006 list.  SpriingerLINK moved to a new platform. Hundreds of records were added/updated as a result of the 2006 license, which included titles not formerly available.
 

Collection Development Department

· Staff have been finalizing end-of-year financial reports and have begun working on the ARL statistics.
· 5,446 pieces were received and acknowledged as donations. From donated materials, 145 volumes were forwarded for addition to the collections, and 1,005 discarded due to physical condition.
· The Libraries shipped 2,344 books to Better World Books and donated 2,474 volumes to other libraries/organizations.
