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Access Management Department

Database Integrity

· Created and began using a Materials Transfer Request Form and the Catalog Problem Reporting Form.  (Both forms are on the division’s SharePoint site.)
· Continued working with the Engineering staff to withdraw material.  Overall, 70 monograph volumes and 851 bound serial volumes were withdrawn this quarter from various locations. 
· Met with Medical Center staff concerning the cataloging of theses.  Database Integrity staff began cataloging the current Medical Center theses.
· Began cataloging Blackwell Synergy e-journals.
· Edited or created 3,815 bibliographic records, 3,704 holding records, 542 authority records, and 2,127 item records.
Federal Government Documents

With the help of Database Integrity staff, completed the processing of 9 federal depository exchange lists from 8 of the other 20 depositories in Kentucky.

· Continued to work with other ASERL libraries on a proposal to GPO to develop several shared Regional Depositories for the ASERL region.   The proposal was presented at the December ASERL Membership meeting by our Dean, Carol Diedrichs, and all of the recommendations were approved.
· Graduate Assistant, Amy Fuller, continues to work on editing MFHDs for SuDoc locations that need processing notes for use by the Acquisitions staff.  985 records were edited this quarter.  Notes were completed for the list of SuDoc stems that are housed in 3-ring binders and require hole-punching.

· Completed preparing binding shipments for the 5th floor back files and gaps for all SuDoc periodical titles housed in the Young Unbound Journals collection.  Next step is to begin work on 5th floor back files and gaps for dead titles that have been bound previously.

· The public laws for the 103d Congress were mailed to GPO in Oct., and digitization at GPO has begun.
· Began federal depository designation negotiations with the American Justice School of Law in Paducah. 

· Completed both collections and preservation statistics for 2005-2006 for SuDoc collection for ARL this quarter.

Special Formats Unit
· The Fine Arts Library participated in a class project with a group from the SLIS class Preservation Management, taught by Becky Ryder.  Sandy Rodriguez was the Library’s contact person with the group.  Survey results will be available in electronic format in January 2007.

· In the geology Library/Map Collection, 320 records with the incorrect location of sd,load were corrected.

· KGS moved their scanner out of the Geology Library because of a project they were doing.  Also, Digital Projects had to suspend digitization of maps while they repaired a camera. · In Special Collections, a meeting was held between members of Special Formats, other CTS leaders, and the head of the Special Collections Library.  A plan was established to assist the two areas in working together and setting priorities.  In November a tour of the Special Collections areas was held with all interested parties.  Priorities are being set and another meeting is to be held sometime in January to continue discussions.  

Special Projects Unit
· Work continues on the analyzed series project with 17 monographic series, 741 items cataloged.
· Created an Access report to identify and then edited 8,124 serial holdings records for check-in consistency        

· Generic barcode project activities included running an access report to identify monographs and serials in Storage locations needing generic barcodes and a review of the lists to identify different default item types and multivolume monograph records so proper barcodes could be generated.  Work began to create generic barcodes using macros, creating over 6,000 item records.
· Met with Reference staff to discuss and outline procedures for moving reference materials to MOSS.  Provided follow-up training and assistance on MOSS accessioning.
· Ran reports for Education, Law Library, Maps, Database Integrity, Special Collections and reports to aid in the future IDRC moves.  Changed locations based on reports for some branches including Education, Maps, and Government Documents.

· Researched number of Japanese (by or about) titles in our catalog for professor applying for a grant.

· Tested Bib linking titles in the Endeavor training databases.
Binding & Shelf Prep
· Conducted meeting for all Binding Technicians to explain new binding contract.  This is the first time a page by page explanation of key points of the contract has been conducted.  In the past a copy of the contract was given to appropriate staff.  
· Began working with the acquisitions department staff to learn the protocols for ordering from EBSCONET.  These procedures will be used for ordering missing issues for binding.

· Participated in a meeting with Mary Beth Thomson, Nancy Lewis, Deirdre Scaggs regarding the binding Special Collections theses.  Binding Unit staff will begin data entry of Special Collections theses in support of that work.
· Participated in a meeting concerning new binding cloth material being considered for use at the Bindery.  This new cloth has been developed for use on monographs.  Kathy Franklin wrote a report detailing the recommendations from the group attending the meeting 
· Researched and compiled master list of Watson Label formats.  
Acquisitions Department
· OCLC ceased the OCLC Cataloging Partners program in November used for Front approval scores.  Front offer to create mini bibliographic records which could be loaded similar to the YBP approval records. Four files have been test loaded, but will no success so far.

· The EBSCO invoices arrived the week before the holiday break.  The EDI files have been loaded into Voyager.  
· The serials unit's library intern began working through a cancelled title pile and reduced the number of issues considerably with just a month of work.
· Serials staff began working with the Binding Unit to improve communication and improve claiming processes.

Electronic Resources: 

· Title verification was completed for 3 renewing major vendor packages:  Elsevier, Wiley, and Springer.  Only the Wiley license has been signed.  We do not yet have the new title list for the added titles on Wiley, although we should have nearly full access to the current content due to the new consortia agreement.
· Completed work on the database records to include all the new titles available from SpringerLINK.  

· Title verification was completed for the new Blackwell package, another new consortia agreement.  2006 titles were activated at the end of November, new records were created for previously unowned titles, old records were updated in the e-journals database and the SFX Synergy target was updated to reflect the new content.  We went from @320 records to 741 records.  Local thresholds were created in SFX as required, although these were drastically reduced due to the new package coverage.

· Historical Abstracts of the US was purchased and Dissertation Abstracts was upgraded to include the full-text of all available dissertations/theses.

· LWW complete access package was added for the MCL, although processing has not yet begun.

· Sage titles were updated in the database and in SFX.  Numerous titles required local thresholds, as SFX had incorrect beginning dates and we had several cancellations that required an ending date.  

· Haworth Press was updated again and also activated in SFX, as were ASABE and IEE.

· ARL regular statistics for electronic resources and the eMetrics for electronic resources use statistics were compiled.

· Staff participated in an Emerald webinar and attended EBSCONet training sessions.
· Several product representatives were scheduled for demonstrations including Sage, OVID, eBrary, and ProQuest.
