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Division Highlights

· SFX A-Z list.  On September 10th we switched from the old ejournals database to the new SFX A-Z list http://sfx.uky.edu/sfxlcl3/azlist/default .  There were a few problems and complaints, but these were not overwhelming. Some adjustments were made to the server to reduce port related problems.
· Lanier Copier.  The Lanier LD 445c copier/printer in the Office of the Dean has replaced the Lexmark C912 for large format printing in the library.  Those who need to use the large format printing may request Lanier drivers be installed at lib-ts@lsv.uky.edu.  Those wishing to use the Lanier as a printer will need to use the same access code they use when running it as a copier.  Instructions for setting the code into your Lanier drivers may be found in the Library Technical Support site on SharePoint.
· Internet Explorer 7.0.  Internet Explorer 7 was rolled out the public and staff computers in the library. 

· Young Library Security Camera System.  One of the two servers that run the security camera system in Young Library has failed and cannot be rebuilt due to the manufacturer discontinuing support for the product.  Camera inputs to the remaining functional server have been reassigned.
· SAP to Voyager Student Load.  Processes extracting student information from the SAP data warehouse have been finalized and the first student records in six months were loaded into Voyager in August.  Regular monthly loads will now continue from SAP into Voyager. 

· Planetary Scanner Computer Upgrades.  The last of the new computers (accept for Digital Programs expansion) were rolled out when the computers for the planetary scanners in Young and King Storage were installed. 
· Link Blue Website Staff-Side Login.  The Content Management portion of the Library website now allows staff to log into the system using their campus Link Blue ID and passwords.  Library content managers no longer need to keep separate IDs and passwords to log into the staff-side of the library web site. 
· Link Blue EZProxy Login.  EZproxy is now advertising the campus-wide Link Blue process as the means of accessing library resources from off-campus.
· What's new in Voyager Presentation.  Tari Keller presented a "What's New with Voyager," session for library staff the covered topics including: Patron Purge, New ID's for Students, New Email for Students, HR and CM patron loads from IRIS/SAP, Generic Barcode Policy, SharePoint Voyager resources, New Titles tab in InfoKat, Encore, and Internet Explorer 7 issues. 
Progress on Strategic Plan
· Encore.  Item 1.3a. Update processes from Voyager into Encore have been developed, tested and are now delivering daily updates from Voyager to Encore server.  All access restrictions were removed from the Encore service and it is now freely available to all who wish to access it.   Encore Working Group continues to work with III as development partners to further guide the growth of this product.
· MARC BULK Translation Program. Item 3.2d. A script was created to allow Collections and Technical Services personnel to manipulate and alter bulk loads of MARC records prior to loading them into Voyager. 

· Dspace / ETD Service.  Item 3.4a is essentially completed. The Dspace/ETD service went into production at http://archive.uky.edu .  This service will replace the previous ETD service.  Dspace ETDs will allow graduate students to directly post their ETDs to the service, and will allow advisors and the Graduate School personnel to review and approve the submissions.
