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Division Highlights

· CCTV Security System.  The libraries replaced the antiquated CCTV system for Young library, and I.T. provided and installed the computers for this project and configured the software. Completed summer 2005. 
· Digital Programs SAN installation.  Completed in November, the SAN for the Digital Programs’ NEH newspaper grant was installed.

· EJournals. Corrected, updated or added more than 450 electronic journals records (predominantly for JSTOR and Project Muse) in the ejournals database.
· Email migration from Eudora to Outlook.  In December, completed the process of identifying library staff who use Eudora and migrated them to the Exchange email system and training them in the use of the Outlook client.
· Equipment roll-outs. Desktop computer roll-out was completed this summer. Laptop roll-out was completed in December, and the 2005 Lexmark printer gift order was placed and received this summer and roll-out was 60% completed by December.
· EZProxy.  Answered more than 220 questions for patrons having problems with EZproxy access, and configured numerous entries to allow access to library electronic resources.  Upgrades in EZproxy software--currently running EZproxy 3.4c GA (2005-08-04) for Windows.

· iArchives main Server installation. Installation of the main iArchives server for Digital Programs was completed and operational in November.  Work continues on completing the network, and in investigating the addition of two additional servers.

· ILLIAD Odyssey Document Delivery. Illiad’s Odyssey module was implemented as a temporary tracking mechanism for material in the book express service.  Implementation of Voyager CallSlips proceeded in order to eventually replace this use of Odyssey.  
· Library Express Networking, Computer and Voyager configurations.  Completed in September 2005.  Worked with U.K. I.S. to expand communications closets in P.O.T. and put ports in room, and configured Voyager to create new circulation point, along with addition of Library Express web presence.
· LOCKSS.  The library is participating in two new LOCKSS beta tests, one with ASERL to cache institutional ETDs (and in this U.K. is not only caching, but also acting as an ETD provider site), and with GPO to cache federal government documents. Both beta-tests have been fully implemented and are being evaluated. 
· SAP / Voyager Interface. Completed in November, the interface for paying invoices in SAP and Voyager was developed and in put into operation.
·  Voyager LCC data migration.   Completed in May but a number of clean-up projects are still in process involving a number of various library units.
·  Voyager Upgraded.  Completed in August 2005 the upgrade of Voyager Integrated Library System to Version 5.0.  This entailed 2 version upgrades of Voyager, upgrading the AIX OS, and upgrading the Oracle database along with client deployments, configuration changes, reconfiguration of the OPAC and clean-up and adjustments. Planning for potential summer 2006 upgrade is proceeding. 
· Web Redesign.  The new web design was rolled out in December 2005. Based on the work from 3 years of web redesign working groups we implemented a structure for the new Library web site.  This entailed creation of a database back end and php front end with staff controlled input pages.  More than 1035 web pages have been created or migrated into the new design and 753 e-resources have been entered into the system. Rolled out on December 19, 2005. Work will continue on creation of guidelines and training of staff for content creation, remaining content will be evaluated and migrated, and technical improvements will be implemented.
Strategic Objectives Update.
· SFX.  The SFX OpenUrl server and software were installed.  Ex Libris's SFX training was provided in July.  The SFX working group made good progress on operational and design considerations through September, but their work was put on hold in October because I.T. resources needed to be focused on the website.
