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Division Highlights

· Computer Roll Out.  The Order for the Desktop computers arrived and the rollout of public and staff computers has begun.  All Little and most Young library public computers have been installed. 
· Lexmark Printers. The last and final order from the Lexmark printer gift was submitted to Lexmark and we have received the printers.  Printers will be distributed in the late spring or early summer.

· Social Networking sites. UK Library sites on My Space and Face Book.  Experimental sites for My Space and Face Book were created to for the UK libraries to see how the libraries might use social networking software and sites to reach out to where students virtually congregate.

· Encore.  The Libraries has entered a developmental partnership with Innovative Interfaces to get Voyager to work with their Encore service.

· Next Generation ILS. Members of I.T. worked on the SAALCK Next Generation Integrated Library System working group which crafted a white paper on the expectations for the next level of ILS.
· WebSite Improvements. New editor was installed for the content managers and many new improvements were added to the staff and public side of the website.
· Voyager.  The SAP/IRIS human resources extract was finalized and went into production; UK faculty and staff institution IDs are now loaded into the system leading the way for eventual removal of SSNs.  Voyager policies were created to handle the new storage facility under the MOSS model.  

· DSpace for ETDs.  A test server for DSpace to handle ETDs has been established.  Plans for moving to production are on the way for the Spring.

· Notable Kentucky African-Americans database.  Members of I.T. have been working with Reinette Jones to move her extensive Notable Kentucky African-Americans web site into a database driven site.  A test site is currently operational.
