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Division Highlights

· Chat Software Crafty Syntax - beta.  A possible replacement service for the current chat service which would not require a client be installed on the patron's computer or require them to create their own chat account was installed.  Crafty Syntax, an open source software package, is being evaluated by Research and Education as a possible replacement or augmentation of chat reference. 
· Computer Roll-Out. The remaining desktops from the latest rollout that do not require some other facilities to be completed were deployed. The only areas that remain to be deployed are the planetary scanners, AIC training room, and the expansion of Digital Programs. 

· InfoKat New Books List.  A new tab has been added to InfoKat which will now display new books added to the catalog.  This will allow patrons to search for new books throughout the library system or to new items in specific campus libraries.  Results may be sorted by title, author, or call number.  Individual campus libraries may link directly to the page with a listing of just their own new books listed. 

· Notable Kentucky African-American Database.  Web Administration worked with Reinette Jones to create a database from her frequently cited Notable Kentucky African-American website.  Ms Jones and Web Administration re-edited the site to work within the database and new search capabilities were created.  The database will allow for more timely entry of new material.  The database went into production in April.  

· Reference Tracking Software -- beta.  LibStats—"more fun than hashmarks"—open source software developed at the University of Wisconsin's Library was installed as a beta for evaluation and testing by Research and Education. 

· SFX A-Z list made public.  In May the SFX A-Z list was made public in preparation to use it as a replacement for the FileMaker Pro Ejournals database. 
Progress on Strategic Plan
· Google Scholar points to UK SFX. Item 5.2.d. Done.  People on the UK campus who now use Google Scholar will have their results include the UK SFX button allowing them immediate access to multiple sources for the full-text. 

· Encore.  Item 1.3.a. A second iteration of processes was developed to pull information from Voyager.  These processes would include holdings information to better display serials information in Encore.  This entailed producing another complete extract of all MARC information from Voyager and loading into Encore. Collaboration with 2 other Voyager sites which are implementing Voyager has also begun. A preview of Encore was released to the UK public for their use and feedback. Public response has been sparse.  

· DSpace for ETDs.  Item 3.4.a.  A test version of DSpace has been installed and all the content from the current ETD site has been converted over to the test server.  Several consultation and demonstrations with representatives from the Graduate School have been held, and they are supportive of this project moving forward..  A server has been identified and we should move into production in August.

· Network Upgrade for King.  Item 4.1.d. A plan was developed and an estimate was received for upgrading the network in King for the expansion of Digital Programs.  Funding was approved and the plan will be implemented next quarter.  

· News and Events Made Prominent on Web Site.  Item 8.1.e.  Done. All current news and events entries will now scroll on the website's main page to make them more prominent and available. 
· SharePoint Upgraded.  Item 1.1.c. The library's instance of SharePoint was upgraded to version SharePoint 2007.  New features include breadcrumbs and the ability to search across all sites in the Library's SharePoint server.
