Notable Activities & dEvelopments
New Law Building

The final architectural program for the new law building was delivered by the architectural firm in late September. This program includes a library that not only significantly increases our current space, and includes many features the current facility lacks. Initial UK administration feedback about the building’s program and progress has been positive.

New Student Orientation

The Law Library participated in the College of Law's New Student Orientation again this year on August 18. This year's orientation included a short overview on the library its services as well as the Basic Legal Research class (taught by Davis, Osborne and Glassmeyer). Library folders included information regarding the above. Library Public Services staff were also introduced.

ERADP Taxonomy Project
Karen Nuckolls and Dee Wood are working with a Library Science student intern, Vanessa Cooper, who has been hired to create a taxonomy for video procured as part of the College of Law’s Electronic Rural Access Demonstration Project (ERADP), a pilot program. (The Virtual Reference project the Law Library has been involved in is also part of ERADP.) Ms. Cooper is being paid from ERADP grant funds. She began her work as an intern on September 20 and is familiarizing herself with the project. The project is expected to last at least through December, with a strong possibility that it will be extended into the spring semester.
ABA Sabbatical Site Teams

Helane Davis has been invited to participate on an ABA sabbatical site team during the 2008-2009 academic year. These teams make the every-seven-year law school visits that are an ongoing part of the American Bar Association’s accreditation of U.S. law schools. Teams always include a librarian. The UK College of Law underwent its last visit in February 2006.

Collection Development & Maintenance
Significant Collection Changes
In an effort to make the most out of our materials dollars, the Law Library has ceased subscription to a variety of print Shepard’s citations titles, greatly reducing our holdings of this publication. This publication has long been the standard bearer for legal professionals who need to determine case law validity. A contract with another vendor allows us to provide comparable online service to all our patrons. This online service not only saves us money, but it has the added benefit of being timelier. The Library expects that this change will be the first of many conversions from print to online resources as we identify ways to realize financial and space savings.
Classification Issues

Reclassification of the JX's continues. This project comprises nearly 6000 volumes.
