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Notable Activities & Service
New Student Orientation

The Law Library participates in the College of Law's New Student Orientation every year. In August 2005, the Law Library portion of this orientation included tours of the library, basic library and information technology information, as well as introduction to the library's Reference librarian staff.

Law Faculty Recruitment

In anticipation of the impending departure of Rebecca Trammell, Helane Davis was invited to participate in the law faculty hiring cycle that began in November/December of 2005. Participating in interviews and engaging with law faculty generally provided an excellent opportunity to nurture a generally healthy relationship between the law faculty and the law library. Because several of the faculty candidates would also bring distinct teaching and research interests, this interaction also served to provide a preview of possible curriculum changes that may have an impact on the library collection.

Collection Development & Maintenance
Collection Development Policy
In preparation for the 2006 ABA inspection, a new Collection Development Policy was drafted and implemented. A copy of this policy appears in the College of Law's 2006 ABA Self Study report.

Inventory

In spring 2005, the Law Library undertook plans to begin an inventory of its collection. With the assistance of Nancy Lewis and Kate Seago, a program was created for inventorying the collection against a static copy of the Voyager catalog. The inventory began in July 2005.

As the process continued, we encountered several issues that precluded finishing the inventory on the schedule we’d anticipated, including issues with staffing and preparing for the fall semester. Subsequently, the inventory was tabled, pending an evaluation of our process and the start of the new Head of Technical Services. We hope to return to this process and use the inventory as a foundation for making critical collection development decisions and optimizing the use of other development-related tools (e.g., WorldCat Collection Analysis Service).

WorldCat Collection Analysis Service

The Law Library has subscribed to this service and has considerable expectations related to how it can assist us in managing the library’s collection. In November 2005, Rebecca Trammell and Helane Davis attended a training session for this service held at W.T. Young Library.

Government Documents

The Law Library continues to explore ways to improve operations and materials processing for items received as a result of the library's participation in the Federal Depository Library Program. Consultation with the Regional Librarian, Sandra McAninch, is ongoing, and the library anticipates that the new Head of Technical Services will contribute significantly to future procedural changes.

Library Autonomy

As the result of extensive review and negotiations, a new autonomy agreement delineating the relative relationships between the Law Library, the University Libraries, and the College of Law was executed between Carol Pitts Diedrichs, Allan Vestal, the University Provost and Rebecca Trammell. The agreement is effective 7/1/05, with certain operations becoming effective as of 7/1/06.

IRIS/SAP

Like many other units within the UK community, the Law Library is still feeling repercussions of the IRIS/SAP transition, which resulted in significant delays in paying invoices.

2006 ABA Inspection

The College of Law's regularly scheduled on-site accreditation visit included months of preparation, including the researching and drafting of a self-study that included information and statistics on the Law Library. Rebecca Trammell worked with College of Law faculty to ensure that library information included in this report was accurate and up-to-date.

Facilities
New Carpet

During the December 2005 winter break, new carpet was installed on the first floor of the Law Library. The library closed one week early than is customary to facilitate asbestos abatement and carpet installation. Upon reopening on January 3, 2006, library restored the library to working order, returning books to shelves and supervising the return of furniture and fixtures. Classes resumed on January 9 and the library was ready.

Early in the fiscal year, new carpet was also installed in Room 153. That office, which had been occupied by Nancy Fritz, was then occupied by Gloria Kennedy. Having Gloria physically located closer to the Law Library Director is consistent with the administrative role she plays in the Law Library.
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
