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Notable Activities & dEvelopments
Virtual Reference
Designation and implementation for additional sites continues as part of the College of Law's Electronic Rural Access Demonstration project. During this period, Helane Davis joined Law Dean Allan Vestal, Law Associate Dean Harold Weinberg, and Law IT Director Shannon Vibbert on visits to McCracken and Warren counties. These counties are in the process of becoming additional virtual reference sites. The library expects to participate in demonstrations to introduce the demonstration project to members of the relevant county bars once all systems are in place. The first of these, a presentation to the Pineville bar that included a virtual reference demonstration with Amy Osborne occurred on November 10.
library operations

Personnel

During this period, Amy Osborne became the Head of Public Services, effective December 1. The law library also welcomed a new reference librarian, Sarah Glassmeyer.
Facilities

On December 1, a hot water pipe for the building's heating system burst mid-morning, causing a nearly 20 minute waterfall in the library's main reading room. Due to very quick thinking by library and IT staff, damage was minimized because books were quickly re-located and much of the water was collected in garbage cans and recycling bins. Library faculty and staff have been working with UK Risk Management on recovery costs and procedures. The library is very grateful for the assistance of UK Libraries Preservation for their assistance during this emergency.

On December 12, a second—although much smaller and less significant—leak sprung in the main reading room. This leak, however, occurred away from library materials.

As a result of these facilities issues, Environmental Services and PPD were in the library on December 19-20 to work on the plumbing.

Security
Security continues to be an ongoing concern in the College of Law, a fact that has necessarily involved the library faculty and staff. We continue to work with the administration to find ways to best address these issues.
Patron Incidents
On October 30, Ms. Yang Chun Ling was banned by UKPD from the entire College of Law building after Dean Harold Weinberg received complaints from law school faculty and staff. Ms. Ling, who had previously been warned about behavior inside the library, had been warned by UKPD on October 27. The October 30 ban necessarily includes the Law Library.

On November 1, a BCTC student broke into the lower level of the law library in the early hours of the morning. The student was found by law school custodial staff asleep behind the Circulation desk and UKPD was called. With the assistance of the custodial staff and PPD, we were able to get the broken glass and blood at the scene of the break-in and throughout the building removed, and to have the window replaced the same day.
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
