Notable Activities & dEvelopments
New Law Building
All law library faculty and staff have been involved in the early planning stages of the new Law building.

The Library Director serves on the Building Committee, and in that capacity visited peer institutions with other committee members in early June. As arranged by the architectural firm delivering the architectural program, building committee members visited several east coast law school and law libraries to assess classrooms, library space, student organization space, faculty offices, and other building features.

Other library faculty and staff have participated in meetings and discussions about aspects of the architectural program and completed architectural questionnaires.
Virtual Reference

Reference staff participated in live Virtual Reference demonstrations for Manchester County on June 7, and Greenup County on May 31. During these demonstrations, reference librarians demonstrate our ability to assist rural practitioners in multiple ways, including Web browsing, and displaying print materials from the Law Library's collection using a document camera.
