Administration & Special Services

· Director made library consultation and training visits to Frontier School of Midwifery in Hyden, Ky.

· Psychiatry liaison taught use of information series to Psychiatry/Triple Board residents during summer session of the Psychiatry Residency Didactics.  She also taught Introduction to Evidence Based Psychiatry to the Child & Adolescent Psychiatry residents.

· IS installed three GX240’s for public systems in MCL bringing the total computer stations to 37.  Three new are wireless only.

· Staff copiers were all replaced with new multi-functional copiers/printers/fax units.  Older printers were place in other locations throughout library.

Access & Delivery Division 

· Shifting Complete: We had hoped to have the bound journals shift completed before the fall semester began, but between the group of new students hired specifically for the shift as well as the supervisory team, the bound journals shift was completed as of mid-July, and we were able to keep the crack team of students on to complete the shifting of the monographs before the end of the summer and the start of the new semester.

· Members of A&D prepared a proposal for closing third shift. The report was presented by Dean Diedrichs and Janet Stith to the deans of the six Medical Center colleges, who agreed to a reduction in hours. A targeted marketing project is being planned to advertise the new hours and staffing issues are currently being addressed.

· Mandatory background checks for all new University employees took effect on July 12; a general student job posting for the MCL has been created, which has allowed for a streamlined process for locating and hiring new student workers.

· The Assistant Director for A & D took over ILL and document delivery duties for the Frontier School of Midwifery and Family Practice until a new library director can be hired. 

Research and Education Division 
· After months of preparation and discussion, the division launched the addition of a new clinical rounds service with the Department of Pediatrics. Working with faculty and residents in Kentucky Children’s Hospital, two Research and Education librarians attend morning report and walking rounds on Monday and Wednesday mornings of every week.  

· Research and Education Division librarians participated in the start of new school orientation and training sessions in August for the various colleges in the Medical Center. In particular, two librarians were invited to speak to students enrolled in a new doctoral program in Physical Therapy within the College of Health Sciences.

· Research and Education librarians participated in the New Graduate Student orientation session held on main campus at the Student Center in August. 

· The Division continued planning efforts related to the Midwest Chapter/Medical Library Association Annual meeting to be co-hosted with the University of Louisville from October 7-11, 2006. One librarian served as Co-Chair of the meeting and all other librarians served on a variety of committees.

· Accepted a new Graduate Assistant assigned to the Division for the FY0607 and began providing training for the individual to acclimate the student to the Medical Center Library.
Collections and Technical Services Division 

· With the unexpected death of Skip Webb, the journals binding technician position is now vacant.
· All Elsevier and Springer journal title subscriptions were converted to online only for 2007.

· All workstations in the acquisitions and cataloging departments were upgraded  to Connexion Client 1.6.
· MCL W-classified monographs housed in William T. Young Library are being moved to MOSS.  Problem titles are being corrected by the MCL cataloging staff.
