Quarterly Report – July, 2007 – September, 2007

Participated in College of Medicine Pipeline Initiatives on Recruitment and Diversity in Health Care and provided information access assistance as needed.
Hosted Kentucky Legislative Research Commissioners visit and training on use of medical library resources and health databases.

College of Public Health awarded Robert Wood Johnson Foundation grant of $2.8 million.  Public Health Systems and Services Research.  10% of Rick Brewer’s time is spent providing library information for this project.  The CPH received a supplemental award from NLM for $23,600 for the PHSSR project mentioned above.

Librarians presented two workshops at the Fall Conference for the Center for Clinical and Translational Sciences.  

Librarians participated in the Graduate Student Resources Fair.  

Outreach activity for the Kentucky Society for Respiratory Care annual conference with an exhibit and PubMed information.

Orientations included House Staff, CON, CHS, COM, COD, COP reaching hundreds of new and returning medical center students.  Several in class sessions were held with instructors within these colleges on various databases, endnote, and evidence-based healthcare.

Meetings held to further define librarian role in the CTSA resubmitted proposal.  

Fiscal year close was successfully completed the first week of July.  The state materials budget for 2007/2008 was allocated and input into Voyager by mid-July.  A new ledger was created in Voyager to handle the new funding ($200,000) from the Health Care Enterprise for the purchase of electronic products.  The endowment balances were distributed and input into Voyager in late August.

Karalyn Kavanaugh of EBSCO met with Lynne Bowman and Kate Seago to discuss journal invoicing and other technical services processes.

Bibliographic records for the MCL-owned Blackwell titles were transferred to the Medical Center processing area of Voyager after the decision was made to convert those titles from print to online access only.  The work to indicate that the print version will no longer be received and to add the linking field to the equivalent print records for those titles continues.  OCLC bibliographic records were also updated with the KUM symbol.

Bibliographic records were uploaded into Voyager for the LWW titles acquired through the purchase of LWW’s Total Access Collection.  Through this collection, the MCL acquired online access to titles that the MCL had never owned before.  The URL for SFX was added to each of the records.

Work continues on the remaining problem and brittle books that will be moved to MOSS.
