· On Oct. 1, the binding of the journal issues returned to a regular schedule.  Moreover, the location where the journal issues are bound changed from the Virginia plant to the Indiana plant within the HF Group.
· The last of the Medical Center’s 2004 theses and dissertations were cataloged by the Cataloging Department.  The cataloging of future theses and dissertations has been transferred to the Access Records Management Department of Young Library.
· The EBSCO renewal invoices were loaded into Voyager and paid by November 19.  However, the payment was delayed somewhat because the Purchasing Department required that a single source justification be completed.  This justification had never been required in the past.

· Completed both the ARL and AAHSL surveys for the Medical Center Library.
· Print bibliographic records for the MCL-owned Elsevier titles were edited to add the 776 (other format) field.  Also, cancellation notes were added to their holdings and acquisitions records with their publication patterns either closed or deleted.  The same type of work began on the MCL-owned Springer titles.  

· Research and Education Division welcomed the addition of a new faculty member to the team that will enable the group to advance clinical medical librarian initiatives.
· Participated in the Faculty Development Workshop sponsored by the College of Medicine Office of Medical Education. Presentation on “Using the Medical Education Literature” as part of the Medical Education Research Fellowship Seminar Series.
· Increased MCL presence with invitation to join the Graduate Medical Education Core Curriculum Subcommittee. Related activity includes development of plan to train new house staff officers on evidence based medicine principles and resources as required, beginning July 1, 2008, of all incoming residents.
· Hosted the MLA Educational Webcast “Scholarly Publishing and Open Access: Straight Talk.” Sponsorship for the webcast was provided on a competitive basis by the Greater Midwest Region of the National Network of Libraries of Medicine.
· Initiated conversation with the College of Medicine about collaborating and partnering with the faculty on teaching an Evidence Based Medicine class for new medical students.

· Started a new clinical rounds activity with the addition of the Pediatrics/Psychiatry Consult Service.
