Participated with the Assessment Committee in making the Library User Satisfaction Survey, online and print options, available to MCL clientele during the specified time period. (Goal 1)
Engaged in conversations with the College of Medicine concerning MCL participation with the upcoming Liaison Committee on Medical Education (LCME) accreditation site visit. (Goal 2)
Initiated Share & Learn sessions conducted by MCL R&E faculty in an attempt to keep people informed and educated about the myriad of products available to students, faculty, and staff. (Goal 6)
Exhibited at the 4th Annual Clinical and Translational Science spring conference held in April. (Goal 8)

Promoted and marketed the program supporting researchers that use animals in medical research by poster presentations at two national meetings, Medical Library Association in Honolulu, HI and Special Libraries Association in Washington, DC. This program is a collaborative effort between the Agriculture Information Center and the MCL where librarians partner with faculty and researchers to provide assistance with literature searching as well as share search filters that have been created to allow the user to capture this aspect of their research and enhance the ethical treatment of animals. Participant at the UK Health and Wellness Retreat held May 8 at the Embassy Suites for UK employees, retirees, spouses and sponsored dependents. Presented a program session entitled “Tools for an Informed Health Consumer.” (Goal 8)
 Consulted with Department of Family Medicine faculty to discuss the delivery of evidence based medicine training opportunities targeting residents and medical students. (Goal 2)
Participated in the 2009-2010 house staff orientation sessions by providing incoming, new residents with information concerning MCL services and resources. (Goal 2,8)
Collaborated with the UK Hospital Nursing Birthing Center concerning MCL participation in journal club meetings, providing training and support, as well as other services and initiatives to be determined. (Goal 2)
Began working with ARL fellow, Bethany McGowan from the University of South Carolina, in support of the Career Enhancement Program. Fellow partnered with R&E faculty as well as other units of MCL to gain understanding of health science librarianship with special emphasis on public health. (Goal 6)
Provided appropriate medical information to clinicians following walking rounds and/or morning report sessions. Clinical departments include family medicine, pediatrics, internal medicine, and psychiatry. (Attending to the Basics)

ILL staff took a three session online class from Atlas, ILLiad Copyright: Issues and Processing, to enhance their knowledge and better deal with copyright issues in obtaining documents for MCL patrons.  (Goal 6) 

Librarian visited Frontier School of Midwifery & Family Nursing for library consultation and database training.  (Goal 2) 

Exhibited at the 2nd Annual Keeneland Conference, the UK College of Public Health’s Public Health Systems & Services Research national meeting.  (Goal 8) 
The electronic resources workflow between Young Library and the Medical Center Library was discussed.  The discussion took place on April 20, with Mary Beth Thomson, Kate Seago, Stephanie Aken, and Lynne Bowman in attendance. (Goal 3)
Beginning July 1, Young Library will handle the Medical Center Library’s accounts with EBSCO.  Hence, Kate Seago and Lynne Bowman met with Sarah Perlmutter, the EBSCO representative, to discuss changes to the MCL’s journal accounts.

Nancy Lewis and Kathy Franklin visited the library to view the binding workflow and related activities.

The binding of the journal issues was turned over to a full-time CTS member in late May.  The STEPS person who moved to the Circulation Dept. is no longer doing the binding.  Her last day of work was June 30. (Goal 3)

The Acquisitions staff prepared for the fiscal year close with June 19 as the last day to pay any invoices in Voyager.  The fiscal year close was scheduled for July 1.  However, the libraries on campus were told that they could pay invoices until June 30, 2009.  At about that same time, it was discovered that an EBSCO renewal invoice for the MCL had been paid from a Young Library account in SAP.  To rectify this problem in SAP and to reflect the changes in Voyager, the invoice total was split between the state and HealthCare Enterprise accounts, which allowed the payment of more approval plan invoices by the new deadline.  The fiscal year close in Voyager was rescheduled for July 6.
