· Sixty-six new interviews accessioned into the Oral History Collection including interviews for the 
Kentucky Legislature Project (37), UK Alumni Faculty interviews (18), Horse Industry in Kentucky (4), History of Education in Kentucky: One-Room Schoolhouse Project (4), Frontier Nursing Service (2), and Kentucky History: Entrepreneurs Project (1).

· One hundred and twenty-two additional annotations completed for the annotated guide to the 
Charles T. Wethington U.K. Alumni/Faculty Oral History Project. This brings the total number of annotations for the guide to 338. 

· History of the Kentucky Community Colleges interviewing project began. History professor John 
Klee from Maysville Community College and Adina O’Hara are currently conducting interviews for the project. Their time has been donated by KCTCS and President Michael B. McCall is providing other financial support for the project.

· History of the Horse Industry Oral History Project interviewing project began. Kim Lady Smith, 
former executive director of the Kentucky Oral History Commission, is currently meeting with people in various horse industry-related organizations and conducting interviews for the project. 

· Fifteen interviews were transcribed from the Peace Corps, History of Education in Kentucky, 
Frontier Nursing Service, and the U.K. Alumni/Faculty projects.

PRESERVATION AND DIGITAL PROGRAMS
· Hosted Meta/morphosis: a film-to-digital institute with 27 participants, 10 vendor representatives, 
and personnel from the Library of Congress and the National Endowment for the Humanities to learn about digitizing from microfilm.  

· Held a one day consultation with visiting librarians from the University of Tennessee.  

· Completed a draft Libraries Disaster Plan.

· Completed The MOSS Project.  525 items received conservation treatment before boxing.  

· Added a maps interface to the Kentuckiana Digital Library and added Sanborn maps for six cities 

     to the KDL.

· A new Better Light digital camera studio with wall mounted vacuum easel was installed that 
allows for the digitization of flat items up to 30”x60”.  

· A graduate assistant from the College of Education began creating better tools for Kentucky 
     teachers to use the KDL.  

SPECIAL COLLECTIONS LIBRARY

· Gordon E. Hogg began work as Director of SCL on September 1, 2006; he is the former Director 
of Academic Liaisons in UK Libraries, and previously worked in Special Collections during 1995-2002.

· “An Exhibition of Gothic Literature and Architecture” will be in the Great Hall from September 
through October and draws on holdings in SCL and the Design Library.

· An exhibit of SCL and Archives materials reflecting “The Idea of the Athens of the West: Central 
Kentucky in American Culture, 1792-1852,” was installed for the Gaines Center’s Bale Boone Symposium in the Humanities.

· The King Library Press completed printing broadsides featuring photographs by Dobree Adams 
and poems by Gnomon Press authors, and is printing the 800 two-color initials by Victor Hammer for the forthcoming issue of the British fine printing journal Matrix.

· "Who's Watching the Spies? Intelligence Activities and the Rights of Americans," brought former Vice President Walter F. Mondale, former U.S. Sen. Walter "Dee" Huddleston of Kentucky, and Frederick A.O. Schwarz  Jr., chief counsel to the Church committee, to UK Memorial Hall on September 21st to discuss the committee's work, its historical impact and how it pertains to today's society.  Nearly 700 people attended this historic forum that was also recorded for broadcast later on CSPAN.
