SPECIAL COLLECTIONS AND DIGITAL PROGRAMS

QUARTERLY HIGHLIGHTS, OCTOBER - DECEMBER, 2007
ARCHIVES
University Archives and Records Program:  eight new collections accessioned; eleven collections processed; 221 photocopies made for preservation purposes; 3,985 scans.  Preservation work was completed on 83 cubic feet of material involving 2,521 folders, 4,847 envelopes and 236 boxes.  Seven new collections were placed online.  UARP handled 122 reference requests.  

The Kentuckian yearbooks are being scanned and will be ocr’d for web mounting and keyword searching.  Currently 1894, 1904, 1906-1910, and 1915-1920 have been completed.  

Alan Sullivan donated $30,000 in funds to preserve Claude Sullivan’s audio collection.  

Manuscripts:

The Stern exhibit was at the Appalachian Center at Southeast Community and Technical College for a month and it has now been moved to Appalshop where it is being stored until an exhibit in March.  A segment regarding the exhibit was broadcast on "Inside Appalachia," a West Virginia Public Radio program also broadcast on Kentucky Public Radio stations.

The James Still Collection letter database is complete and will be mounted on the KDL with the Still Collection inventory. 
Additional materials were added to the Bobbie Ann Mason Collection which is on deposit.  The Dave Zegeer Mining Industry Collection was added.  Fifteen other items accessioned into the Archives including several Henry Clay and Richard Mentor Johnson letters, a South Carolina secession broadside printed in Kentucky, a letter from British literary forger Thomas J. Wise, and a Thomas Merton letter.  24 collections already accessioned were surveyed and have received upgraded descriptions including an additional Linda Neville collection, the Burton Milward Collection, the David Blythe Collection, the Young-Wooton Collection, the William Welsh Collection, and the records of the Colored Orphan Industrial Home.   

Audio-Visual Archives:


88 reference requests; 289 items provided to patrons; 149 items scanned for KDL.
Public Policy Archives: 

New Earle Clements Graduate Assistant began and the first assignment was the Earle C. Clements Collection Preservation Project.  Reboxed 296 document boxes into new acid-free boxes; refoldered 302 files into acid-free folders; photocopied 10,467 deteriorating onion skin copies, thermal faxes, and newspaper clippings.
Democracy Resource Center Collection:  Processed 23 c.f. of manuscript material; converted and migrated 2,738 electronic files from floppies and CDs to the server

Louie B. Nunn Collection:  Identified and inventoried 847 slides; 
LOUIE B. NUNN CENTER FOR ORAL HISTORY


The first phase of the Kentucky Community College Oral History Project was completed.  Interviewing and development work continued on the Horse Industry in Kentucky Oral History Project.

PRESERVATION AND DIGITAL PROGRAMS
The physical merger of the Digital Lab and the Preservation Reformatting Center was completed.  Henceforth the unit will go by the unified name Preservation and Digital Programs.  

CD-ROM Migration Project:  This project involved moving 194,110 digital images (photographic still images, manuscript page images, and Board of Trustees meeting minutes page images) from CDROM/DVD discs to a storage server.  The total storage requirements for the project were 558GB.  772 CDROM/DVDs were migrated.  

Conservation treatment for materials from SCDP microfilmed during the SOLINET Preservation Project was completed.   Approximately 60 volumes required stabilization, treatment and enclosure construction.

Audio Digitization:  12 born digital interviews were ingested and 30 analog interviews were digitized.  KY Sanborn Map Digitization:  An additional 689 map sheets digitized;  435 sheets quality controlled.  KDL Digitization:  A collection of 427 pages of slavery documents from Murray State University was scanned and will soon be accessible via the Kentuckiana Digital Library.

Content Management Software Upgrade with New KYDL Web Server:  A new Web server was acquired for the Kentuckiana Digital Library.  This Web server will not only serve the current KDL and UK content but also provide access to pages of the Daily Racing Form produced during the Keeneland grant project.  

The migration/upgrade involved 445,294 digital objects including still photographic images, manuscript pages, meeting minutes pages, book pages, journal pages, newspaper pages, maps, archival finding aids and oral history recordings.  The old server will remain in place to supplement our storage capacity.  The two servers combined will provide a total of 6.75 Terabytes of storage.

NDNP:  As of the end of December 2007, we have ingested 116,934 pages into our workflow which includes only Phase I content. 110,355 qualify as Chronicling America content.

Daily Racing Form Project:  82 volumes were retrieved from Keeneland.  59 of the volumes have been completely disbound with all pages separated.  From these volumes, 65,000 pages have been collated and prepped for filming.   83 reels have been programmed for filming, and 44 reels have been filmed.  29 reels have been digitized and those images are being managed through the article segmentation and metadata workflows.

SPECIAL COLLECTIONS LIBRARY

Exhibit mounted in Great Hall and Lobby for the October 21 James Still Collection program.  Keepsake printed for the program by the King Library Press.

On November 2 and 3 bibliographer Jack Walsdorf presented a talk, “My Life with Books,” and his “Book Lovers’ Road Show” in the Great Hall and Niles Gallery, respectively.  Both events were well-attended, and drew very active participants.

The SCL took delivery into stewardship of three 2500-year-old carbonized Herculaneum papyrus fragments, hand-carried from the Sorbonne in Paris by Professors Daniel Delattre and Laurent Capron.  UK Libraries will assure the artifacts’ safety and secure travel while they are studied at three locations in the US.

Research activity this quarter in the Breckinridge Room remained fairly steady with researchers paging more than 750 items.
