SPECIAL COLLECTIONS AND DIGITAL PROGRAMS

QUARTERLY HIGHLIGHTS, JANUARY – MARCH, 2007
ARCHIVES

· Received the Woodsongs Old Time Radio Hour Collection.  Woodsongs, which originates in Lexington, features a live-audience, internationally syndicated show broadcast on over 400 radio stations.  The Collection contains recordings of the program as well as printed material.

· Processing was completed on 11 collections including the James S. Brown Collection (110 cubic ft.), the Red River Gorge collection and the Means Family papers (15 cubic ft.)
· A collection survey for the photographic materials in AVA was completed to allowing identification for processing priorities.  Similar collection surveys continue in Manuscripts and UARP and for the non-photographic audio-visual materials, including an evaluation of 40 cubic feet of Public Policy films.
· 813 items were scanned for preservation purposes and 124 preservation photocopies were made.  1325 photographs were rehoused (not including the Lexington Herald-Leader and Kentucky League of Cities projects).  2.57 cu. ft. of papers were rehoused.  
· 3 microfilm projects were completed for the College of Medicine, College of Education, and Human Resources for a total of 173.0 cubic feet of permanent records. 
· 13 complete collection finding aids were delivered to the KDL (from UARP, AVA, Appalachian Grant) including over 1435 images.  Notably, the amount of UARP collections available on the KYVL has doubled in the last year.
· The University of Kentucky general print collection was mounted online by the KYDL.  8,080 images are now available for patron access.
· Over 320 reference requests were addressed including delivery of over 296 photocopies and 50+ scanned items.  48 KUSI requests were handled including the pick up of 142 boxes delivered or picked up.  1,047 Tapes were rotated for the computer center.
· Archives hosted SOLINET’s Digital Imaging of Library Materials scanning workshop and SAA’s Electronic Records:  Preservation Options of PDF – a Web Seminar
· Partnerships in Teaching:  UARP worked with ENG 401 to use primary source materials in papers and presentations. PPA hosted SOC 682 in evaluating primary sources as research material.  Manuscripts and Rare Books presented to a Pre-Modern History class.

PRESERVATION AND DIGITAL PROGRAMS
· Keeneland Project:  Keeneland Association and the UK Libraries agreed to the “Partnering to Preserve Racing’s Rich History” proposal, and the contract was signed for the project to start on March 1.  A two-year “test bed” project will employ a “hybrid” approach to produce digital and microfilm versions of the DRF.   “Partnering to Preserve Racing’s Rich History” will produce a keyword-searchable digital archive of the DRF and will also create 35mm silver halide, polyester, “preservation” microfilm.   “Film first” and “scan first” methodologies will be tested, and outsourced options will be explored.
· Preservation Exchange Program with Kyoto University Library:  From March 19 to 22, 2007, the Preservation Department hosted four Japanese librarians from Kyoto University Library.  They came to learn preservation management and conservation techniques and to exchange information about “the state of preservation” in Japanese and American research libraries.  
· SCDP faculty assisted the Lexington Public Library with disaster analysis and recovery after their Feb. 20, 2007 water disaster.  
· 26 UK Archives Collections were posted online as EAD with 877 digital images
· 1,510 Lexington Herald Leader photographs negatives were scanned
· NDNP:  19,180 pages processed through manual steps with 4 new titles posted to KDL
· Oral History:  102 interviews converted from analog to digital
· Sanborn Map Collection:  434 sheets scanned
· Received Grayson County Historical Society collection of 18th and 19th century deeds, wills, land tracts and personal correspondence for preservation treatment.  The work includes humidification and flattening in the Conservation Lab, target preparation and filming in the PRC.  The work will take 4 to 6 weeks.

SPECIAL COLLECTIONS LIBRARY

· During January and February 2007 SCL faculty hosted eight candidates for positions in English and Hispanic Studies who had particular interests in SCDP’s book and manuscript collections.

· The King Library Press worked with English professor Erick Kelemen’s Bibliography class on a printing history project during February and March.  Printing projects included items for the Gaines Center, the Office of the Dean of Libraries, and the Library Associates.

· SCL faculty and staff gave tours to and had discussions with a delegation of Japanese librarians from the University of Kyoto who were investigating preservation practices, building designs, and Western printing history.

· From March 10 to March 28 SCL faculty coordinated the deadline-driven efforts of faculty and staff throughout SCDP to develop and deliver the UK Libraries’ “presentation package” of texts and images from the Peal Collection for a publication and website celebrating the 75th anniversary of the Association of Research Libraries.
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
