· Preservation/Conservation Projects: Earle C. Clements Collection – 5,808 photocopies of onion skin carbons, thermal faxes, telegrams, newspaper clippings etc.  Louie B. Nunn Collection – 7,499 photocopies of newspaper clippings.  Scott D. Breckinridge Collection – 1,305 photocopies of newspapers clippings, articles etc.

· Jouett Shouse Scrapbook Microfilming Project – 200+ scrapbooks are scheduled to begin being microfilmed in late July-early August. 

· With valuable assistance from Libraries Information Technology, the initial phase for revamping the Manuscripts and Public Policy Archives websites was completed.  The overarching theme of the website overhaul was geared toward attracting undergraduate and graduate students. Over 150 collections that had not previously been publicized before were added to the Research Topics tabs, a new feature of each website. Attention can now be directed toward scanning documents, photos etc. that can be added to further enhance the site and provide additional information to researchers.  Work has begun on scanning all 135 American Liberty League pamphlets from the Shouse Collection. These will be made available on the KDL website but a link will be provided on the Public Policy Archives website.

· KDL Sanborn Maps Project Completed.  4,520 map sheets digitized, metadata gathered, presented online

· KY NDNP Phase I Completed.  Loaded the remaining 60,000 newspaper pages into the KDL.

Ongoing Projects:
· Digitized ~2,000 photographs from the Herald-Leader Project.

· Began Kentuckiana rare book digitization project, digitized ~5,000 pages.

· Nearly finished with enhanced Oral History interface for KDL.

· Began digitization of Coal Scrip collection from Morehead State University.

· Ordered new, high-speed digital camera for archival digitization projects.

Keeneland Project:
· Most (106 of 108) volumes retrieved from Keeneland Library have now been collated for order, duplication of issues, number of pages and condition of paper.  A batch of papers has been returned in boxes to the Keeneland Library.  The project has appeared in articles in The Lexington Herald-Leader (April 6, 2008) and Thoroughbred Times (March 29, 2008).

· Phase I completed – 106,661 page images, 36 titles

Other Activities and Projects:
· Slideshow presentations about Preservation and Digital Programs projects were featured in “The Hub” of the W.T. Young Library at the University of Kentucky.  The slideshows were on display for one month.

SPECIAL COLLECTIONS LIBRARY

· From March through June provided visiting scholars access to the three carbonized Herculaneum papyrus fragments from the Sorbonne in Paris that are in UK Libraries’ care until the end of July 2008, and helped to make arrangements for their travel to Iowa State University and the Pacific Northwest Digital Laboratory (Pasco, WA) for further evaluations of “virtual unwrapping” technologies developed there.

· King Library Press printed the UK Library Award certificates, and printed the keepsake for the 10th anniversary of the W.T. Young Library.

· Planning began for a symposium and exhibit in Late November recognizing the 40th anniversary of Thomas Merton’s death.  Also in the works is an early fall exhibit tentatively called “Literary Forgeries and Piracies.”

· Program and exhibit in April on Victorian Lexington’s architecture; U. of Cincinnati architectural historian Patrick Snadon keynoted.

· Research activity this quarter in the Breckinridge Room remained steady, with a marked increase throughout June.  UK students and faculty, as well as scholars from other locations and institutions, arrived to work with materials from our rare books and manuscripts collections, our Public Policy and Oral History resources, and the University Archives.  It continues to be evident that the online finding aids available through the Kentuckiana Digital Library and elsewhere contribute to their efficient research.
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
