Highlights of the year: 

· Distributed and explained information contained in the Library Storage Facility Feasibility Study prepared by consultant Reese Dill.  
· Special Projects Team completed its barcoding project, through which over 50,000 volumes of journals in King Storage were barcoded.  Additionally, over 500 volumes that belonged in Young Library were found in King and were sent to Young.  
· Continued to monitor the environmental conditions of the Libraries’ collections.

· Special Projects staff compacted shelved materials in King Addition in order to open up discreet shelving areas that could accommodate storage boxes or storage trays. 

· Opened King Addition Storage, Interim (KASI) as an additional collections storage location, with over 790 boxes accessioned into KASI since January. KASI was planned and managed by Nancy Lewis and the Special Projects staff this year. Its operation will be transferred to the Access and Delivery Division.  

· The responsibility to develop Storage Policies was transferred to the Collections Advisory Committee.  

· Received approval to add internet connectivity to rooms 510A and 310C, King Addition.    
· Investigated alternative storage options.
· In conjunction with Electronics Resources staff, investigated Voyager Call Slip documentation to determine whether it could facilitate patron retrieval requests of storage material. 
· Addressed Young Library’s overcrowding by moving 20,000 volumes of monographs from Young Library to KASI. 
· Submitted a revised grant proposal to KDLA for funding to create, operate and evaluate a model storage facility in King Library Addition. (decision is pending)
· Compiled a list of projects that it recommends be addressed in the future.

· The final meeting of the SpACE Committee was held on June 15th.  In the Libraries new organizational structure, this committee will be replaced by the Space and Storage Working Group.
