The charge to the committee from the Dean that includes the following items:

· Oversight of electronic theses and dissertations project

· Investigation of institutional repositories

· Scholarly communication education

· Development of toolkit and outreach process for talking to faculty about forthcoming cuts to the material budget

The Committee was established late in the academic year and therefore will be continuing working through June 2005.   The Committee has been working toward accomplishing the following desired outcomes: 

· General faculty awareness of costs of scholarly information

· Actually reach faculty

· Assessment: surveys, attendance at programs

· Increase committee members expertise to serve as resource for others

· Strengthen liaison w/ teaching and research faculty in order to facilitate conversations about scholarly communication
· Increase library faculty knowledge of issues
· Teaching faculty become proactive about issues of scholarly communication
· Foster new ideas on alternative publishing (Institutional Repositories, etc)

· Develop a communication plan

· Increase state involvement/education on scholarly communication issues
The major project for the spring semester was the development of a Scholarly Communication website http://www.uky.edu/Libraries/ScholarlyComm/ that was used to educate faculty on issues of concern with scholarly communication and to gather feedback about journal usage.  

Additionally, committee members worked on a list of terms and definitions, and gathered information on journal usage, and compiled a list of high priced journals.
