The Staff Development Committee organized and conducted 10 sessions of UK Libraries Student Orientation, February 16 through February 20, 2004.  Twenty two students participated in the orientation sessions.  Twenty one of the students rated the training sessions as good or excellent.  Attendance was lower than expected so the Committee surveyed supervisors.  Survey results showed that the training was too focused on the William T. Young Library and that the schedule was not conducive to reaching a broad number of student assistants.    

The Staff Development Committee web page became active this year.  The page describes the Committee, lists the members, provides access to Committee Meeting Notes, features announcements of upcoming Committee sponsored events and provides links to professional development programs.

The SDC promoted National Library Week, April 18-24, by hanging banners in the William T. Young Library and providing each Library with a National Library Week Poster and book marks for distribution to patrons.

The Staff Development Committee in cooperation with the Association of Clerical and Technical Staff (ACTS) sponsored Staff Appreciation Day, Tuesday, April 20, 2004.  Perfect attendance and service awards were presented.  ACTS announced the winners of the Library Leadership Awards.  A reception followed the awards presentations. 
The SDC has developed a Library Speaker Series as specified in the Library strategic plan. The first program in the series occurred on Friday, June 5 and featured Clifford Lynch, Director of the Coalition for Networked Information.  A second program occurred on Monday, July 28 titled "Making History:  Managing Three IMLS Funded Projects."  Additional programs are being planned including a presentation by Cathy De Rosa, OCLC, principal contributor to “The 2003 “OCLC Environmental Scan: Pattern Recognition.”
SDC planned the Fall Faculty Meeting at Spindletop Hall on August 20, 2004.  Seventy four attended.  Dean Diedrichs led discussions on dealing with the future and Recruitment and Diversity the latter session included a presentation by Reinette Jones, sabbatical reports were presented by Lew Bowling and Paula Hickner, and a report on FRBR was presented by Kerri Scannell.  We discussed teaching and overloads including distribution of effort and research, and cooperative collection development.  Additional presentations were given by Carla Cantagallo, Virtual Reference, Mary Molinaro, Tunisia and Gordon Hogg and Carri Russ, The Scott Collection.
SDC is organizing the Student Orientation sessions for fall 2004 semester.  Based on feedback from a survey of supervisors following the spring 2004 sessions the schedule for fall has been extended over a five week period in an effort to reach more student assistants.  We are also expanding the presentation to include more information on each library in the system.

SDC has been meeting with ACTS to develop a Memorandum of Understanding to merge the two committees.  It has been clear for some time that the two committees have similar missions.  In an effort to me more effective with limited resources the Association of Clerical and Technical Staff (ACTS) and the Staff Development Committee have drafted a proposal to merger the two committees July 1, 2005.
