Charge:   To develop a plan for off-site storage and implementation of a consolidated Science and Engineering Library with a focus on the following elements:

· development of a document articulating off-site storage needs including square footage, environmental conditions, service/delivery costs

· design and cost estimates for new entrance to the building

· plans for the close of the International Document Research Collections (IDRC) in summer 2006 and move of materials to storage or other libraries

· plans for the incorporation of collections associated with Chemistry, Engineering, Geology, Maps, Mathematical Sciences, Physics (but subject to the outcome of the design of services working group)

· evaluation and plans for a relocation of the Preservation Reformatting Center within the Addition

Accomplishments: 


Produced cost estimates for establishing and operating a temporary off-site storage site.  Based upon the premise that the University would proceed with building its own permanent storage facility, the library administration decided to cease pursuing the idea of utilizing a temporary offsite storage facility. The library subsequently resumed sending materials to Kentucky Underground Storage, Inc (KUSI) for its offsite storage needs.   


Established project guidelines with KUSI to transfer large quantities of materials from campus libraries to KUSI during 2006 – 2007.  (See projects listed below) 


Continued investigating options for book tray coverings. Options included: manufactured cardboard tray covers, shower cap type covers, stretch wrap, and bag enclosures. With no suitable covering selected, trays were not sent to KUSI, only enclosed cartons with lids. 


Obtained updated cost figures from consultant for the construction of the permanent storage facility. New figures reflected shelving changes mandated by new NFPA13 fire code regulations and also costs of inflation. 


Arranged for and participated in demonstration and discussion of new services offered by the Document Imaging and Storage Company, a subsidiary of KUSI.   

Kept abreast of the work undertaken by the Science and Engineering Library Service Design Working Group and shared the results of this committee’s work with that Group. 


Participated in discussions and updates from the Provost Resource and Capital Project Management offices regarding the King Addition building renovation plans. 


Combined meeting times with the Space and Storage Working Group since the interests and work of both groups overlapped significantly this year.  

Planned for and participated in major library collection moves which required the cooperative involvement of library staff which crossed various library divisions. Divisions primarily involved were Access and Delivery, Collections and Technical Services, Research and Education, and Medical Center Library.  
· Moved all of the Medical Center “W” monographs from Young to King MOSS Storage (42,000 volumes). 

· Shifted “Z” and Theses collections into vacated “Ws” space. Resulted in creating large space for influx of international collections coming from King. 

· Moved select Young Reference volumes from Young to King MOSS Storage.

· Moved select government documents sets from Young to King and KUSI. 

· Moved the Scott/Greenslade Russian collection from King IDRC to Young. 

· Moved the European Union collection from King IDRC to Young.  
· Moved the United Nations collection from King IDRC to Young.  

· Moved the League of Nations collection from King IDRC to Young.  

· Moved Great Britain collections (Parliamentary Debates, Irish University Press, House of Lords papers) from King IDRC to Young.  

· Moved several large US government sets from King IDRC to King basement (Serials Set and US non-depository publications on microcard, Monthly Catalog in print). 

· Moved US Congressional Hearings, British Sessional Papers, and United Nations microcard sets from King IDRC to KUSI.

· Inventoried, packed, and moved print British Sessional Papers and British Command Papers from King IDRC to KUSI.  

· Per selectors’ decisions, moved items in former generic IDRC collection to Young or KUSI. 

· Moved IDRC microforms cabinets from King IDRC to Young. 

· Totally cleared out left side of King Storage first floor for use as workspace by the Keeneland Daily Racing Forms digitization project.  Transferred collection materials to King 5th floor, Young, or KUSI and removed all shelving. 

· Relocated Math journals formerly shelved on left side of King first floor to new shelving location on the same floor. 
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
