Science/Engineering Library Service Design Working Group
Report of Activities for 2007/08
The Science/Engineering Library Service Design Working Group completed most of its work during the fall semester of 2007.  The group met biweekly to meet with architects, designers and library personnel to discuss what needed to be in the library, how the collection should be arranged, and what the access to the collection would be.

The group began meeting in September with Wayne Ritchie and Keith Ingram discussing the scope of the project.  The current project was billed a Phase I as the renovation money was earmarked for the renovation of the 2nd and 3rd floors of the building and a new elevator.  The Engineering Library was not part of the first phase.

During the fall semester the group met with the Maureen Peters of Pearson Peters Architects to discuss the needs of the building.  A “charette” was held to give each committee member and library staff member involved in the project an opportunity to talk with the architect about their specific needs.  Those comments were taken and plans drafted for review by the group.  After several iterations, the plans were approved.

The group then turned their attention to discuss access to the collection.  After much discussion an access document was drafted.  It was circulated and ultimately approved by the committee.

Early in the spring semester the contractors were chosen and it was determined that compact shelving would be added to the project.  At that point, Mary Beth Thomson, co-chair began working on the collection arrangement.  It was determined that the collections slated to go into science would fit on the shelving in a logical arrangement.

Once construction began in earnest the committee meetings were less frequent.  In the spring semester two meetings were held toward the end of the semester, one to review the project and affirm the decisions that had been made.  With this done, the attention turned to the actual construction of the facility and putting the library organizational structure in place.  The committee was updated by email as things progressed.  

It is anticipated that this committee will not be needed in the new FY as the project is near completion.
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
