The role and work of the Space and Storage Working Group (SSWG) was shared this year by the newly appointed Science and Engineering Library Storage and Staging Working Group (SELSSWG).


Submitted to the Dean a list of decisions that needed to be made regarding space allocations in King Addition. 

Participated in the planning and facilitation of transferring lesser used (LC classes A, B, and C) and duplicate (LC class D) monographs from Young Library to King Addition Storage (KASI).
