Activities and Accomplishments:

1. Recommended to the Web Advisory Committee (WAC) that the ‘FindIt!’ icon and link be put on the Libraries’ home page.  WAC recommended that it be made more prominent from the Help link, added to the ‘Services…for Students’ and under the Find link.
 2. Recommend changing the Libraries’ desktop wallpaper: provide links to all of the Campus Libraries’ web pages from the desktop to provide awareness and quick access to the various campus library web pages. An icon/button format is preferred to a list. Approved by WAC and sent to WebAdmin.
3. Revised the ‘Guidelines for Subject Guides’
4. Subject Guides:
· WebCon reviewed the old WWW Subject Catalog listings for topics with unassigned content managers and relevancy of general topics. 
· Communicated with content managers and library staff that the WWW Subject Catalog page would be removed from the public side as of 7/1/07. These pages are available for staff review if needed.  

· Requested that content managers review and move the old subject guides to the new Subject Guides or create new subject guides for their topics of responsibility using the new format.
· Revised the layout for the Subject Guides by offering an alphabetical list with the assigned content manager and a subject hierarchy of the subject guides.
